When I need to choose one book to provide the biblical and theological underpinnings for
those seeking a more intentional journey of spiritual transformation, this is it. There are
several things that make it such a seminal work. First, his definition of spiritual formation is
so clear, compelling and biblical that it is impossible to dismiss it, even for those who tend to
be suspicious.
